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TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE

Narcisa de Jests Martillo Moran nacio el dia de
san Narciso (29 de octubre, 1832), hija de campesinos
ecuatorianos. Vivio su vida como costurera y doméstica. Falleci6 en
Pert en 1869. Su fe se distinguié por su amor a la presencia de Jesus
sacramentado en la Eucaristia, sus practicas de penitencia y sus
obras de caridad.

Cuando adn era joven, conocio la vida de la recientemente
beatificada y ahora santa, Marianita de Jesus, “la Azucena de Quito”
(1618-1645). La vida de esta santa mujer latina la inspiré a vivir
como mejor cristiana, buscando ser guiada espiritualmente por una
serie de directores espirituales.

En esta laica beata, encontramos dos puntos de reflexion
para nosotros los latinos. El primero es la necesidad de conocer
nuestros santos latinos no s6lo para recurrir a ellos sino para imitar
su santidad. Lo segundo es la necesidad de buenos directores
espirituales, ya sean sacerdotes, religiosos, religiosas, laicos o
laicas. La direccion espiritual es una practica antigua en nuestra
Iglesia y muchos hombres y mujeres han sido directores espirituales
para guiar a personas como Narcisa, ayudandoles en el camino a la
santidad.
